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 COMPREHENSIVE PERFORMANCE ASSESSMENT UPDATE

Background 

Sport England has worked successfully with key partners to secure a culture service assessment, which includes sport in the CPA framework for 2005-08 for single tier councils. Sport and recreation will form an important part of the “culture block”.  Sport England has been working on a series of robust performance indicators (Pis) for sport and physical activity, which will be introduced during 2006 and 2007. The indicators for sport are:

· Participation (using the data from the Active People Survey)

· Volunteering (using the data from the Active People Survey)
· Choice & opportunity (using data from Active Places and other sources)
Key dates

· 4 December 2006 –

· Audit Commission to notify LA CPA contacts that baseline indicator data is available on their website in a password protected area (participation and volunteering indicator results are under strict embargo until 7 December 2006). 

· Full choice & opportunity results for all LAs will also be published on the Sport England website.

· 6 December 2006 – Sport England will send LAs headline information on their Active People Survey results (embargoed until 7 December at 12 noon)

· 7 December 2006 – Launch of Active People Survey results 
· 7 – 15 December (date TBC) - Active People Diagnostic goes live. 
· February 2007 – Audit Commission to publish final CPA scores.
When will Local Authorities receive information about their CPA score? 

· The Audit Commission will notify LAs that baseline indicator data for all indicators is available on their website on the 4 December 2006 to allow local authorities to check the data. The participation and volunteering indicators will be under strict embargo to 7 December 2006 at 12 noon, when Sport England will publish the results of the Active People Survey. Sport England will send Active People results to designated partners on 6 December 2006 under strict embargo (to 7 December 2006).
What do the three indicators cover?

· Participation – the percentage of adults participating in at least 30 minutes moderate intensity sports and active recreation (including recreational walking) on 3 or more days a week

· Volunteering – percentage of adults volunteering in sport for at least one hour per week
· Choice and Opportunity - percentage of the population that are within 20 minutes travel time (urban areas walking – rural areas by car) of three different sports facilities, one of which has achieved a quality assured standard.
How do local authorities calculate their CPA scores? 

· The data will be available in a password protected area of the Audit Commission website.  

· Local Authorities (LAs) will be able to access their data only via a password (already issued), to the CPA contact for the local authority.
· The participation and volunteering indicators measured by the Active People Survey will be weighted to take account of deprivation to provide the CPA score. Local authorities will be able to calculate their potential CPA score from the Audit Commission website using the ‘Ready Reckoner’ which will be available in early December.  
Which local authorities are covered by the new indicators? 

· The new participation, volunteering and choice and opportunity performance indicators will only be included in the culture service assessment for single tier authorities. For county and district councils, performance will be reviewed through the corporate assessment.

When will local authorities be able to do a full analysis of the Active People data? 

· This will be possible for designated users of the Active People Diagnostic shortly after 7 December 2006 when this online reporting and analysis tool goes live. 

Can local authorities query their CPA scores or raise any questions about the data? 

· Yes. The Audit Commission is giving LAs their CPA information for checking purposes. Local authorities will then have until 18 December 2006 to raise issues or questions with Sport England, who will aim to resolve all issues with the data by 5 January 2007. 

· Questions can be raised via an automated email service on the Audit Commission website. LAs must use this service to submit any questions. These will automatically come through to the relevant Sport England email box. When will the Audit Commission publish the final CPA scores? 

· These will be published in February 2007.
